Clothes and Colours in Japanese:                             TY Module                                                    Irene Bermingham,
Expected Duration: A double TY class of 80 minutes.
Overview of resources:
By end of this lesson students should be able to:

· Describe and Match/Write about colours in Japanese using Flashcards and Power point.

· Identify and describe items of clothing and their corresponding colours in Japanese; Talk/write about what someone is wearing using photos of famous people from magazine cut outs on cards.

· Recognise items of clothes and their colours while listening to colleagues and/or teacher when playing the game “Disappearing Clothes” as Bingo. Using Bingo sheet for clothes competitively with prizes to stimulate group response.
· Read and Write about/reproduce oral descriptions about cut out photos of famous people wearing different types of clothing in different colours on different parts of body; 
· Elicit clothes and their colours and accessories using Flashcards indicating 4 different types of verbs for “ To wear” in Japanese depending on part of body it refers to ie. – 着て(きて)います(upper body)／履いて(はいて)います(lower body)／しています(Accessories)/ かぶっています( Hats/caps). The flashcards are used as props to get students to reproduce statements orally, as well as in the listening, reading and writing skills.
This topic should enable students to recognise and use key vocabulary/ grammar and language to talk about clothes they like with their corresponding colours. Students will learn to ask and answer questions about what they or someone else is wearing.

Task Description:

Task 1

The aim of this task is for students to identify and use key vocabulary to express their knowledge of Colours.

· T gives Ss a brief outline of what we will do in class today and sets up resources for use in class.
· T uses coloured cards with Romaji and Hiragana and/or English printed in black on white card on the back. T uses Flashcards (with colours on one side and Romaji/Hiragana/Katakana on the other side) to drill colours directly with Ss. *(See resource 1 attached).  Ss practice and drill colours a few times seeing the Romaji and hearing the teacher repeat it first (x2/3).
· T shows the cards saying the colours.- Ss repeat while T flips it over. Ss begin to say the colours w/o teachers help or w/o seeing the romaji by the teacher flashing each coloured card (x2/3). After the Ss have repeated the colour x2 they can check how to write the sound in romaji.
· Then T just shows the colour cards a few more times - Ss repeat it w/o seeing the Romaji.  *(Optional) T reinforces colours again with powerpoint(See resources attached). Ss randomly call out colours as they appear on PPT and listen to Japanese person’s pronunciation of colours on PPT. 

Task 2
The aim of this task is for students to identify and use key vocabulary to express their knowledge of different Clothes in Japanese.

· T elicits and prompts/drills vocabulary for items of clothing using Flashcards with Romaji and Hiragana written underneath using either printout of coloured flashcards or using overhead projector (x2/3 times).*(See resource 2 attached). T then repeats drill without Romaji underneath (x2/3) and without prompting response. Ss drill names of items of clothing from flashcards again by seeing them a few times with and then without Romaji and Hiragana written underneath (x approx 6 times).  After repetition T is finally eliciting the Ss own response without prompting by just showing the flashcards or overhead.
Task 3
The aim of this task is for students to identify and use key vocabulary to express their knowledge of the appropriate use of 4 different Japanese verbs to describe what someone is wearing.

· T introduces verb “To Wear” in Japanese. T explains the upper body and lower body distinctive verbs (きています/はいています) and the separate verbs for wearing accessories (しています) and for wearing Hats/Caps (Kabute imasu) using Flashcards and/or slides on overhead projector *(See resource 3 attached). Ss drill 4 types of verbs using flashcards of upper body and lower body items of clothing a few times with and then without Romaji and Hiragana written underneath (x approx 6 times).
· T then uses cutouts from fashion magazines of men and women or famous people in different items of clothing with corresponding colours *(Make own resource here with magazine fashion cutouts and card). T elicits response by identifying and prompting description for first couple of photos and then prompts group and finally individual responses. Ss first repeat in a group the descriptions of clothes with colours that people are wearing in the photos provided by guessing the appropriate verb. Finally T elicits Ss own response individually.
Task 4
The aim of this task is for students to be able to identify and use key vocabulary for clothes and colours in order to play a Bingo game competitively.  

· T prepares Ss for playing “Disappearing Clothes” bingo and gives them individual worksheets explaining they have to draw one smiley face in one circle on each line (5lines/smiley face in total). *(See resource 4 attached for worksheet). 
· Ss set up to play Clothes Bingo by marking 5 combinations of clothes and colours on their card. Ss draw a smiley face in one circle on each line. Ss choose a bingo master. Ss tick off the smiley face with the item of clothing and its corresponding colour as they hear it called out by their Teacher or classmate. T or peers call out possibilities of combinations of colours and clothes on Bingo sheet marking off on board what has been called out by the “Bingo Master”. 

· T explains that they call out “Yatta; for a line and “Dekita” for the whole card. Ss call out “Yatta” as they go along for one smilley face and “Dekita” when they have completed all 5 smiley faces and have won.T gives a prize to 1st 3 winners.
· T also asks Ss to consolidate their learning with an Exit pass by getting them to state something they have learned in class today (differentiation). Ss give a traffic light signal of red, amber or green as a means of self-assessment before finishing class. Ss also take note in journal of what they need to do for homework or put in ELP portfolio if they have one.
Homework:
· T asks Ss to do draw or cut out magazine photos of famous people/cartoon characters or photos of friends and family to stick in scrapbook/ELP portfolio (if have one) and describe using Romaji for TY or in Hiragana for 6th year. This is for their self-assessment ELP style portfolio if they have one. 
Learning Outcomes:

To talk, read, understand and write about clothes and their colours that they or others are wearing.
Recognise keywords and language chunks when talking about clothes and colours.

To recognise and reproduce 4 distinct verbs that are used in Japanese for 1 verb “to wear” in English, depending on the part of body the item is worn.
Improve the 4 skills of reading, writing, speaking and listening through a competitive game and repetition using flashcards, overheads and power point. By making a visual scrapbook/ELP portfolio, reinforce comprehension of vocabulary learned in class for clothes and colours.

Resources:
Pictures of famous people/fashion models wearing items of clothing stuck on coloured card.

Bingo worksheet – “disappearing clothes”.

Overhead Flashcards which can be printed out and put onto card or shown via projector with colours/clothes/4 different verbs for “to wear” in Japanese.
PowerPoint for teaching colours – Optional.
Key Language:

Suggested Scaffolding Activities:
Reading/Writing/ Listening/Talking about what people are wearing/items of clothing and their corresponding colours.

Teacher uses the various resources 1;2;3;4 to build up knowledge of firstly – Colours; Secondly – Clothes and thirdly which Verbs to use for which part of the body the item of clothing is on in order to practice describing what people are wearing in the photos and the colours of said items of clothing in full sentences. The students then go on to practice by playing a competitive game, where they win prizes .

Students are constantly practicing pronunciation – repeating after the teacher.

Students do an activity for homework where they either draw or cutout famous people and describe what they are wearing in their Scrapbooks (equivalent to ELP – European Language Portfolio).

Self- Assessment: Can -Do Descriptors:   

I can:

1. Describe/Talk/Write about what clothes someone is wearing and 
2. Describe/Talk/Write about colours in general, especially what colours the clothes are.
3. Ask about and describe what someone is wearing depending on what part of body it is worn using 4 specific Japanese verbs. 
Key Skills:  Developing my spoken and written Japanese language

           Being literate for reading and writing purposes

           Working with peers in groups and pairs
By gradually building on listening skills, students are learning to communicate more effectively.
Teacher's Notes:  As this is an introduction to the topic of Clothes, Colours and Verbs it is necessary to cover a simple yet – step-by-step - well scaffolded range of vocabulary/grammar to cover this task in a double class.

Other games, written exercises can be incorporated in future classes to build on the vocabulary learned here to further expand communication using the Japanese words for colours in particular.
