TY Japanese Group Project
Prepare a 5 minute presentation on anything to do with Japan that your team finds interesting, unusual or fun. 
This can be something about: Language, Customs, Culture, Art, Music, Food, Daily Life, Geography, History, Weather, Technology, Business, Food, Sports, Crafts.. etc
Your presentation can take any format you like. You many bring materials to pass around or use in a demonstration, you can make a poster or create some slides and use the Projector and/or access the internet.

There will be some time in class given to research and create your presentations, but you will need to organise your team to complete the most of the work outside of class hours.
Presentations will be marked out of 50.  30 points for the content, 10 points for how it is presented, 10 points for the use of Japanese.  The work can be adapted as part of your TY portfolio and will also be included as half of your assessment for Japanese for the year.
See Edmodo for some Useful Websites to start from for Researching your Project, the ones which are specially made for students should be the most useful.
SOME POINTS TO CONSIDER AS YOU PLAN AND PREPARE:

Try to pick something specific, not too general. (For example, sushi is a better topic than Japanese Food.)
Everyone must have a role in the presentation, if only to say a few words

Extra kudos for including a few words of Japanese relevant to the topic

NB: Do not just copy wordy passages directly from Wikipedia, this will result in a poor presentation which is obviously plagiarised. Less is more here. Go for something simple, explained clearly in your own words, so that your classmates will easily understand and (hopefully) be interested in what you are saying!
You will be given a date on which your team should be ready to present. If a team member is absent on that day, a note is required, otherwise the team will receive a 10% deduction in marks for a rescheduled presentation. 
If you are using technology (ie Google Slides, or PPT transferred with a USB or through Edmodo) you are responsible to ensure in advance that your materials can be accessed from (and compatible with) the computer we will use for the presentation. You are not permitted to log into your personal email to access materials. If you are unable to present due to technical issues on your side, the team will receive the 10% deduction for a rescheduled presentation.
